Public Works Director Steve Burrougbsplained thg@roposedroject and th@otential
costinvolved if the Town were awarded the grant and acceptBdlific Works Director
Steve Burroughs informed Council that there are three years to complete the grant if it is
awarded and Council acceptsst year the grant included more items and the coseof th
project was over the $500,000 limit. We are proposing to place the bike lane in the
roadway itselfthis will allow the pedestrian area to be at 5 to 7 feet. The last grant
application did not have the bicycle collation endorsement because they ptefee to

the bike lane in the roadway. They feel that it is better to be with traffic than to be with
pedestriangvir. Burroughs has spoken with their president and the bicpaiionhas
agreed to write a letter in support of the project. This is a loogqt and has $500,000
limit. There is a 5.7% own match plus the Town would be responsible for the scoping
portion and a $5,000 ADOT project review fee.

Mayor Von Gausig asked why ADOT has to review the project. Public Works Director
Steve Burrougheeplied that these are federal furadhgl ADOT is responsible tsmanage
the funds. NACOG does a courtegyiew and ranking of the projects.

Councilmember Bohalhotioned to approvResolution #1299, a resolution supporting
the submittal of theTEA-21 Grant for the Clarkdale Parkway Enhancemesgsubmitted.

Public Works Director Steve Burroughs explained the propsisiedvalk along Hwy 89A
project and the potential caswolved if the Town were awded the grant and accepted
it.

Councilmember Williams asked abdbe addition of bike lane on Hwy 89A. Steve
Burroughs replied that Hwy 89A is a State route and that there was an original plan to
include them bubecause of finances it was removedwh Manager Mabery said that
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because of the matching fundsjuired, Clarkdale would only be able to afford smaller
ten foot wide stripsor bike and pedestrian access.

Public Works Director Steve Burroughs informed Council thasitiewalkportion from
Centerville Road t&€larkdale Parkway is about 1900 feet and will be the most costly to
construct because of the railing required along Deception WashMayor Wiley

stated that the Centerville Road to Clarkdale Parkway portion of the project isgthe mo
pedestrian traveled section.

Councilmember Dehnert asked if the project could be designed to add a bike lane at a
future date if funds were to become available. Mr. Burroughs replied that it is feasible.

Councilmember Williamsnotioned to approvResolution # 1300, a resolution
supportingthe submittal of the TEAR1 Grant for the Hwy 89A Sidewalk Enhancement.
Motion seconded bZouncilmember Dehnerotion approved unanimously.

Finance Director/Town Clerk Bainbridgxplained to Council the need for appritea
transfer funds within theiscal Year 2008/2009 budgé&inance Director/Town Clerk
Bainbridge ecommended to Council that $220,000 of the $308,000 be transferred to the
Street Fund and that $88,000 be left in the General Fund.

Vice Mayor Wileymoved toauthoriz fund transfer of $220,000 from the General Fund
to the Streetfund.CouncilmembeBohall seconded the motion.

unanimously.
