
 
The Census is here!!!  

 
Census questionnaires should start arriving to your home soon!  The Census Bureau does not send 
Census questionnaires to post office boxes so for those residents who receive their mail at a post office 
box, you will receive your questionnaire at your home on your door. 
It’s important that you fill out your questionnaire and return it as soon as possible.  If your questionnaire is 
not returned by mid-April you may be placed on the Non-Response follow-up list; this is the list of people 
who will be visited by a Census worker, provided a new questionnaire, and assisted in filling it out.   
 
If you receive your questionnaire and have questions on how to fill it out or how to answer a particular 
item, you can get help at any Question Assistance Center (QAC).  The Clarkdale Public Library will be 
designated as a Question Assistance Center (QAC) and staffed with a Census worker to help you answer 
your questionnaire.  The hours our QAC will be open are Saturdays from 1:00 to 4:00 PM, beginning 
March 1st through April 16th, 2010.   
 
Participating in the 2010 Census is an opportunity to help our community!  For every person not counted 
our community loses over $1,000 in funding.  Fill it out and send it back so we can continue to lead 
Yavapai County in the best initial response rate of all communities and continue to receive valuable 
funding for our community.
